| How to Use

« Battery installation

Unscrew the tail cover of the flashlight
according to the direction shown in the
figure, put the battery into the battery
clamp one by one, then put the battery
into the flashlight body according to the
direction indicated by the battery clamp
arrow, then tighten the tail cover.



| How to Use

« Battery installation

Note: Please use battery 7.

* Power On

Press the button heavily at the bottom
and the flashlight will be on.

Press the bottom button heavily again
and it will be off.



| How to Use

* Modes change

Press the bottom button lightly when the
flashlight is on, and the light mode will be
switched in circles.

The default mode is high lightness for the
initial start.

The light mode will be switched in circles
as: high lightness mode — low lightness
mode — flash mode.

Note: It will be switched on and off when the
bottom button is pressed heavily as it
is off, and the next mode will start once
itis switched every time.
